POOL RULES TO REMEMBER FOR A HASSLE-FREE SUMMER

e ALL children under the age of 10 MUST have adult supervision. Supervisor must be no younger than 16 years of age.

e All swimmers must wear a lined swimming suit. Street clothing such as cutoff shorts, tshirfs, workout clothes efc. is not permitted.

e A swim diaper is required to be worn by all participants who wear diapers or incontinence briefs.

¢ No flotation devices of any kind are allowed in the Lap and Zero-depth pools (water wings, lifejackets, rafts, noodles, etc.).

e Facemasks, snorkels and fins are not allowed in the pool.

*  To utilize the wading pool, children must be 6 years and younger and must be accompanied by a guardian, 16 years and older.
